Womanspace is a nonprofit agency providing
an array of services to women in crises in
Mercer County. Womanspace has both
residential and non-residential services, and
no one is turned away due to inability to pay.

The Domestic Violence Victim Response
and Sexual Assault Teams are partnerships
between Womanspace, municipal police
departments and community volunteers.
These community volunteers are trained by
Womanspace and after a violent incident,
meet with the domestic violence victims in
especially equipped areas in municipal police
stations.

In 2010, DVVRT volunteers spent 946 hours
with victims and spoke to 907 people who
were affected by violence in their personal
relationships; 232 people were supported by
SASS advocates.

Services for victims of domestic violence and
their children include safe, short-term shelter;
the 24-hour statewide hotline; transitional
housing; individual and group counseling;
court advocacy and legal clinic; training

and education for professionals and the
